I am asking for your support to take our TSA members to Nashville, as their participation in the national TSA conference there would provide a unique investment in our school’s STEM initiative.

Highlights of the 2025 National TSA Conference include:

TSA competitions – Students may select from 36 middle school and 40 high school competitions, in which they will have the opportunity to demonstrate the STEM skills and knowledge they have acquired during the school year. Students will return to our community having competed against the best in the nation – and gained expertise from peers across the country. 

Junior Solar Sprint Competition (JSS) and Senior Solar Sprint (SSS) – With support from the Army Educational Outreach Program (AEOP), these solar competitions support the instruction of STEM in categories such as alternative fuels, engineering design, and aerodynamics.

Tests of Engineering Aptitude, Mathematics, and Science (TEAMS) competition – This competition applies math and science to practical engineering challenges, giving students an opportunity to learn what it is like to be a real-life engineer. Students compete onsite at the conference to determine the TEAMS Best in Nation participants.

Leadership Training – Free leadership training sessions designed for students and teachers are available.
The TSA/American Cancer Society Spirit of Service Awards program – TSA chapter members will receive grateful acknowledgement for their local-level involvement with – and fundraising for – the American Cancer Society, TSA’s national service partner.

Awards and Recognition – Chapters, students, and teachers will be recognized for their many TSA achievements.

Participation in the 2025 national TSA conference promotes student involvement in STEM-oriented competitive events, and it offers invaluable teacher exposure to the latest teaching and learning best practices. Attendance at the conference will complement our school’s objectives as well as my professional development goals.
